Chang, who faces 47 charges, al-
legedly corruptly obtained bribes
amounting to US$3.95 million from
Mr Koh, executive director of Pacif-
ic Prime Trading (PPT), via Chang’s
HSBCbankaccountin Hong Kong.

A total of 19 payments ranging
from US$100,000 to US$350,000
were made to his bank account
between July 2006 and September
2008.

Chang, 51, is said to have also cor-
ruptly agreed to accept a bribe of
$500,000 from Mr Koh some time
before September 2009 to ad-
vance the business interests of
PPT with BP.

Besides allegations that he had
received bribes, Chang was ac-
cused of moving the corrupt
proceeds through his various bank
accounts and, separately, using
some of the proceeds to partially

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He also faces 10 charges of alleg-
edly using the corrupt proceeds to
make partial payments for several
properties to the tune of $3.97 mil-
lion. The properties comprise
three houses in Da Silva Lane in
Hougang, Jalan Limau Purut in Tan-
ah Merah and Ettrick Terrace in
Siglap, and two condominium
units in Pasir Ris Grove.
